Minutes of the 2010 ISCA General Assembly held on Tuesday, 28 September 2010, at 18.15 (6.15 pm), Hall A/B, International Conference Hall, Makuhari, Japan.

1. Opening remarks and approval of the Minutes of the 2009 General Assembly (Brighton)
The minutes were approved

2. President’s report

The president’s report was presented by the ISCA vice-president

The president’s report and the treasurer’s report were approved

5. Approval of proposed changes to ISCA Statutes A4.1 and A5.1

Statute A4.1 restricts ISCA Board membership to no more than two members per country. Possible changes to this restriction were discussed at the General Assembly held in 2009 in Brighton, and now the Board officially proposed increasing the limit to three members per country:

Current: “No more than two members of the Board are permitted from one country.”
Proposed: “No more than three members of the Board are permitted from one country.”

The proposed change to Statute A4.1 was approved by the General Assembly. There were three oppositions and no abstentions. 

Statute A5.1 specifies the frequency of General Assembly meetings to once every two years. In practice, the General Assembly now meets at each Interspeech Conference and therefore the Board proposed the following change:

Current: “The General Assembly meets every two years.”

Proposed: “The General Assembly meets at least every two years.”

The proposed change to Statute A5.1 was approved by the General Assembly. There were no oppositions and no abstentions.

6. ISCA goals for 2010-2011

7. Comments, Suggestions and Questions from ISCA Members

The following comments were expressed by ISCA Members:
There was a request to make a place available on the ISCA website for shareware. This has been discussed previously, but there are some legal issues. There was also a suggestion for a link to software and a place to share posters and presentations.

There was some concern expressed that linguists and phoneticians are disappearing from Interspeech and that the spectrum of the conference is shrinking to only technology.  There was a suggestion of having a broader range of invited speakers. 
There was another suggestion that representation of phonetics among the invited speakers could be increased especially in the years between the ICPhS congresses. Results from an Interspeech survey could reveal in more detail what the ISCA membership expects from Interspeech conferences.

It was suggested that to further enhance the position of ISCA in the world there could be more attention and emphasis devoted to the use of speech technology in augmented reality.
