Purpose
ISCA started the Distinguished Lecturers Program in 2006. The purpose is to send Distinguished Lecturers to travel to different parts of the world to give lectures to help promote research activities on speech science and technologies. 
Distinguished Lecturers for 2014
(a) 2 Distinguished Lecturers have been selected for 2014-2015: 
(1) Dr. Roger Moore, Professor, University of Shefield, UK 
Proposed lecture topics:
(a) Spoken Language Interaction with ‘Intelligent Systems: How are we doing and what do we need to do next? 

(b) Interaction with Purpose (and Feeling!): What neuropsychology and the performing arts can tell us about ‘real’ spoken language behavior.           

(c) Spoken Language Processing: tomorrow’s technology today or today’s technology tomorrow? 

(2) Dr. Catherine Best, Professor and Chair in Psycholinguistic Research at MARCS Institute at the University of Western Sydney, a senior researchers at Haskins Labs.
Proposed lecture topics:
(a)  Cross-language speech perception as Perceptual Assimilation 

i. initial speech acquisition by infants,  and/or

ii. adult speech perception of native versus foreign language, including perception by second language learners and/or bilinguals

(b) Cross-accent recognition of spoken words

i. by infants and toddlers,  and/or 

ii.by adults.
Total of 2 Distinguished Lecturers are available in April 1st 2014 to Dec 31th 2015.
Regions Covered by the Program
    ISCA Board has identified the following regions as under-represented in ISCA programs and covered by this program: Africa, China, India, Eastern Europe, Latin America, South and West Asia.
Distinguished Lecturers Tours
Distinguished Lecturers Tours are arranged by ISCA upon invitation only. The local hosts should be responsible for making and funding the local arrangements including accommodation and meals, and ISCA will pay travel costs. A Distinguished Lecturer Tour is realizable when at least three lectures, preferably in at least two different cities in the regions defined above, can be arranged.

    The local hosts wishing to arrange a Distinguished Lecturer Tour should contact Satoshi Nakamura (s-nakamura@is.naist.jp), the chair of the ISCA Geographical Outreach Committee. It may be helpful but not necessary if the local hosts can contact the Distinguished Lecturers directly for detailed arrangements such as travel schedule and lecture titles. But the final decision will be made by the ISCA Geographical Outreach Committee considering the travel funds available.
